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The following guidelines have been established as minimum requirements for batting cage operations:

FAST PITCH BATTING CAGE OPERATIONS
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Patrons must be required to wear batting helmets.

Patrons must be at least 4°6” tall or a height specified by the manufacturer.

Patrons younger than 8 years old must be accompanied by a parent or guardian (present, but NOT inside the cage).
Occupancy must be limited to one (1) person per cage.

Attraction rules, including height requirements, operating instruction and assumption of risk must be posted in
plain site.

Batting cages must be completely self-contained or closed.

Patrons must not be allowed to alter settings on the pitching machines. Any adjustments must be made by an
employee.

Accuracy and maintenance checks must be performed on a regular basis.

Maximum ball speed of any machine must not exceed 80 miles an hour.

Children under the age of 12 must not be allowed access to the cages with ball speeds in excess of 65 MPH.
There must be a light or other indicator to show when final ball is pitched.

SOFTBALL/SLOW PITCH BATTING CAGES
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Patrons must be at least 48” (four feet) tall or a height specified by the manufacturer.

Patrons younger than 8 years old must be accompanied by a parent or guardian (present, but NOT inside the cage).
Occupancy must be limited to one (1) person per cage.

Attraction rules, including height requirements, operating instruction and assumption of risk must be posted in

plain site.

Batting cages must be completely self-contained or closed.

Patrons must not be allowed to alter settings on the pitching machines. Any adjustments must be made by an
employee.

Accuracy and maintenance checks must be performed on a regular basis.

There must be a light or other indicator to show when final ball is pitched.

Note: Any deviation from these guidelines must be documented and submitted to K&K along with the application for

consideration and receive written approval for the exception from K&K.
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
